Secretary Kristen Benes had the minutes from the last meeting available for perusal.  A motion to accept the minutes was made by Beth Gustafson and seconded by Anna Ngo.

Treasurer Dan Jenuwine presented the Treasurers Report.  Our income to date exceeds budget by $2000 and our expenses are under budget by $3000.  We currently have $10000 in the bank.  A few expenses have not been paid and we have not gotten paid from TABB for our portion of the used instrument sale.   A motion to accept the Treasurers Report was made by Barb Gamble and seconded by Beth Gustafson.

Directors Report:  Geoff was unable to attend the meeting, but his report was presented by Kristen Benes.   Orchtoberfest was fun and we had lots of positive feedback from the 8th grade parents on the rehearsal/ desserts event.    The orchestras are currently working on Symphonic Celebration music.  Geoff would like someone to contact hotels in the area to see if they will donate or give us a reduced rate for Anthony’s stay – we would put a free ad in the program for them.  A Symphonic Committee meeting needs to be held in December – if not at Athens, alternate locations are the Bassett’s or Benes homes.  Geoff would like to revisit our membership levels for next year and to reconsider offering some sort of benefits for the top 2 levels.
Fundraising:   Cookie Dough is being chaired by Alyssa Cheon.  The forms have been passed out to students and the due date will be November 28.  The dough will be delivered to Athens on Dec. 13 and 4 to 5 people will be needed to help sort.  Geoff will send out an email blast asking for volunteers.

A tentative date for the Symphonic Committee meeting will be Nov 29 – more details to follow
December 10 is our Barnes and Noble fundraiser.  We are not doing the gift wrap table but will still have student performers.    A parent must be present while students are performing.  We will also be holding the Pizzapapolis / Rio Wrap fundraiser on the same day.  Please see the Website for Coupons!

Old/New Business:   Athens will be doing a combined December/January newsletter this year so if anything needs to be put in for February, we would need to get it in soon.
