Pit Orchestra sign up will go up tomorrow – the show will be Little Shop of Horrors.  Geoff is currently arranging string parts.  The performances will be the last 2 weekends in March.
Festival is March 10 – the music will be passed out on Tuesday.
Our trip this year will be to Cleveland to visit the Rock n Roll Hall of Fame on Friday, stay overnight and visit Cedar Point on the way home the next day.  Dates look to be June 1 & 2.  Vickie Enydey has volunteered to help coordinate the trip and collect forms and money.
