ATHENS HIGH SCHOOL ORCHESTRA PARENT ASSOCIATION

CONSTITUTION

DRAFTED OCTOBER, 2003

ARTICLE ONE.  The name of this organization shall be ATHENS HIGH SCHOOL ORCHESTRA PARENT ASSOCIATION. This organization shall exist in perpetuity as a non-profit entity.

ARTICLE TWO.  The objectives of this organization are as follows:

Section 1.
To maintain an enthusiastic interest in the various phases of the orchestra program in Athens High School.

Section 2.
To lend all possible support, both moral and financial, through fund raising, to the orchestras and string ensembles in Athens High School.

Section 3.
To cooperate with those in charge of the Instrumental Music Department and the Administration to the end that these departments be brought to and kept at the highest degree of excellence.

Section 4.             To establish a communication link between the parent organization and the student members of the orchestras

ARTICLE THREE.  The membership of this organization shall be open and unlimited. Anyone interested in the progress and development of the orchestras of Athens High School is eligible for membership. Parents of pupils in the orchestra program are to be considered active members.

ARTICLE FOUR.  An Executive Board shall guide the general affairs of this organization. The Board’s purpose is to provide leadership and continuity so that this organization’s objectives stated above are adhered to and encouraged. Its members are responsible for drafting policies for the organization and objectives for its committees, and presenting them for approval. The Executive Board may conduct official business of the organization between regular monthly membership meetings if the need arises. The Executive Board is to be organized and governed in the following manner:

Section 1.
The Executive Board shall consist of seven (7) elected officers plus the current President Emeritus, and High School Orchestra Director.

Section 2.
The officers shall be elected for a one year term at the May monthly membership meeting by a majority of members present.

Section 3.
The officers shall be President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Assistant Treasurer, Orchestra Publicity Chairperson, and Fund Raising Projects Coordinator.

Section 4.
The elected President shall not serve in this capacity to the organization for more than two continuous terms.

Section 5.
The Executive Board shall appoint an interim officer to the term in the event of a vacancy. This appointment shall be in effect until the next election of officers.

Section 6.
Decisions governing the general affairs of this organization shall normally be made at regular meetings of the members, to be held once a month. A majority of the current Executive Board members must be present to constitute a quorum in order to conduct official business of the organization.

ARTICLE FIVE.  The fiscal year of the Athens High School Orchestra Parent Association is defined as commencing July 1 of any year and concluding June 30 of the following year.

ARTICLE SIX.  The Constitution may be amended by a two-thirds vote of the members present at any monthly membership meeting. The proposed amendments must be made available in writing, with stated purposes included, to the Membership one-month prior.
