Old / New Business:  
· The membership forms need to be revised to eliminate the free tickets.

· ORCHESTRA PICNIC will be  on SUNDAY, MAY22 from 1-4pm at JAYCEE PARK.   Food decisions have yet to be made.  The cost will be $10 per family and please bring a dish to pass according to your child/childrens grade

· POLICY CHANGE NEEDS TO BE MADE REGARDING TRIP ----Students told Geoff they were going on the trip, signed up for rooms and seats on the bus and never told their parents or paid any money.   Three of these students ended up not going at a cost of $910 each and 1 student that went and never paid – a total cost to AOPA of $3600!  We also still have a few families with small amounts due – a few are on payment plans.   In the future:  we NEED to have PARENT SIGNATURES and will require PARENTS PHONE NUMBER . The Trip Coordinator will be a parent of a current student and will need to go into the classroom.  Also – If you are not on the list, you are not going on the trip.  The trips must be paid 50 days ahead and no credit card payments to the trip company will be allowed.
· Camp Info will be put into the Registration Packets and there will be a $75 deposit up front.   *** No student will be allowed on the busses without bringing a check.
· We will need to get email addresses of incoming Freshmen.
· Send the Graduating Seniors to the middle schools between the time they get out of school and before graduation to talk up camp
