Meeting Minutes

President Nita Bhatnagar called the meeting to order at 7:29pm.

The minutes from the previous meeting were available for perusal.  A motion to accept the minutes was made by Monica Parrish and seconded by Dennis Mitchell.  The motion passed.

The treasurers report was given by treasurer Monica Parrish.  A $1700 profit was made on the cookie dough sale.  Each tub sold gave us a $4.10 profit per item sold.  The deposit for camp next year has been paid as well as the trip for this year.  We have approximately $26,600 in the bank.  A motion to accept the treasurers report was made by Michelle Piazza and seconded by Anne Mohr.  The motion passed.

There were no members of Orchestra Council present to make a report.

Geoff Benes gave the directors report.  At festival both groups did very well and he was very pleased.  Right now the students are getting ready for all the May events – Festival of Orchestras and the Trip.

For Festival of Orchestras the groups will be playing The Patriot.  To make it a bit more personal, pictures of family and friends that are serving or have served in the military will be in a power point presentation during the performance.   The plans for the Mackinac Trip are well underway.  The exchange concert with Traverse City West High School  is being finalized.  An updated itinerary is available.  Dinner on Friday night will be at the Pancake Chef in Mackinac City ( this is owned by a family friend of the Gamble family) The students will be bringing home an assumption of risk release form for the adventure tour.   We will leave at 6am on May 21 and arrive home on Sunday May 23 around 9pm.

AOPA will pull $35 per person from savings to help cover the cost of the trip which makes the final cost of the trip $200 per person.   Our next Lukich Night is this Thursday April 22.  The filer is available on the website and extra staff will be available for the evening.   Students in Concert Orchestra who will be auditioning for Symphony will do this on Thursday April 22 after school.  The date for Senior Recital Night has not been chosen but may possibly happen on June 15.  This evening is for the students who were not chosen to play their concertos the night of the spring concert, or other seniors who did not want to do a concerto, but still wanted to perform.  Following this event, there will be a low key reception with cake and punch.  All are welcome to attend.
The 3rd Annual Orchestra Picnic has been scheduled for June 13, but we are looking into a date change since this would be the day after graduation.   The menu for the picnic will be the same,  hamburgers, chicken burgers or veggie burgers which will be provided by APOA.  Cost will still be $5 per family and the flier contain a list of items that each family should bring.

Orchestra Camp will be the 1st weekend we are back at school in the fall.  Music will be given out to be worked on during the summer to prepare for this early date.  Chair tests will take place the first full days of school.  Camp will be paid for by the end of this school year.  Camp forms will be available on the website

We are looking for people to volunteer for the AOPA positions for next year.  Current board members should email Nita Bhatnagar if they are wishing to continue with their position next year.

Our next APOA  meeting will be mandatory for parents due to the orchestra trip.  The meeting will be on MONDAY MAY 10 at 7:30.     Location to be determined.

A motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Monica Parrish and seconded by Anne Mohr.  The motion passed and President Nita Bhatnagar adjourned the meeting at 8:13pm
