The Directors Report was sent in by Geoff.  We need to have hospitality for June 1 concert.  Karen Klitzke will take care of flowers for the seniors and soloists.  There will be no June AOPA meeting, but there will be a budget meeting sometime this summer.  Geoff is planning on having a work commissioned for Symphony for next year.  He has been in contact with a composer friend but the details are not yet finalized.  Plans for next year will be low key.
Election of officers –We are still working to get a board in place for next year.  Geoff has offered a few suggestions, so once these people have been contacted we should be set for fall.

Old/New Business – Mary Mitchell has not made much headway with the outstanding balances from the trip. The new membership form is on file with Barb Davis and will be in the registration packets.

Barrage has contacted us and wonders if we would be interested in hosting them again sometime next fall.   They get $5000 and ½ the proceeds.  We would not have to pay them the $5000 until the night of the show.   Dates for October and December are available – Geoff will check on availability of the Aud.
